Information Message of the VII International Forum outcomes “The Innovation Development through the Market of Intellectual Property” 

    On April 08th, 2015 in Moscow within the framework of World Intellectual Property Day under aegis of the United Nations at Plekhanov Russian University of Economics the VII International Forum “The Innovation Development through the Market of Intellectual Property” was held.
The Forum Organisers were: the Russian Academy of Sciences, Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, RSRIIP Corporation of Intellectual Property, The International Association of Intellectual Property Institutes (“IAIPI”). 
     The permanent co-chairmen of the Forum Organising Committee are: S.M.Aldoshin – the Vice-President of the Russian Academy of Sciences, the Academician of RAS, V.I. Grishin – the Rector of Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution “Plekhanov Russian University of Economics”, K.I. Kosachyev – the Chairman of Committee of the Federation Council on International Affairs, S.N. Lebedev – the Chairman of the CIS Executive Committee, V. N. Lopatin – the Chairman of Board of the Intellectual Property Corporation, RSRIIP, the Director General of the International Association of Intellectual Property Institutes, N.I. Ryzhkov – the Member of the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the RF, O.N. Soskovetz – the President of the Russian Union of Manufacturers, S.V. Stepashin – the Co-Chairman of the Association of Lawyers of Russia.    

      All these years, the Republican SRI of Intellectual Property (RSRIIP) – the Russian single scientific organisation that specialises in problematics of Intellectual Property and renders services in the given field at the level of international standards ISO, acts as the Forum Directorate.

The Information Partners of the Forum: Publishing Group “Jurist”, Journals “The Intellectual Property Law” and“The Information Law”.
Earlier, the President of the Russian Federation V.V. Putin and the Chairman of the Government of the RF D.A. Medvedev while greeting participants of the Forum underlined that the formation of the Intellectual Property civilised market is a pressing need for contemporary Russia, with no doubt, presenting one of key conditions for the innovation development and comprehensive modernisation of the Russian economy and other CIS countries.

As per assessment of the Chairman of the Federal Council and Chairman of IPA CIS, "the Forum has already established itself as the authoritative event in the former Soviet Union." The events preceding the International Forums were attended by over 1 500 representatives from 18 countries of the world. The VII Forum brought together over 200 heads and representatives of public authorities, science and business, international organisations representatives, corporations, enterprises, Institutes of Higher Education (IHEs), research institutes and non-governmental organisations, the mass media of the Union State, the Customs Union countries, EAEU, CIS, SCO, EU.
     To the address of organisers, participants and guests of the VII International Forum “The Innovation Development through the Market of Intellectual Property” the greetings were sent by: the Chairman of the Executive Committee – the Executive Secretary of CIS S.N. Lebedev, the Chairman of the State Duma of the RF S.E. Naryshkin, the General Secretary of SCO D.F. Mezentsev, the State Secretary of the Union State G.A. Rapota, President of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Academician V.Ye. Fortov, the Chairman of the Presidium of the National Academy of Sciences of Belarus, Academician V.G. Gusakov, the Chairman of the Foundation “Sustainable Development of Bulgaria” S. D. Shopova (full texts of greetings are posted on the website of the Directorate and organisers of the Forum).
     At the Forum opening it was noted that the Forum annually opens a series of events in the former Soviet Union within the framework of World Intellectual Property Day under aegis of the United Nations and has its own face, has become in its own way unique. Here the Initiative was born and now annually since 2008 drafts of national and interstate reports "On the Status of Legal Safeguard, Use and Protection of Intellectual Property in the RF and CIS countries" are being presented. The feature of these meetings is their focus on the actual problems of economy and the Intellectual Property management, where the right stands only as a regulator of such relationships. Provisions from Forums outcome documents are increasingly being reflected in the assessments and documents of heads of Commonwealth countries and decisions made by the government in this field. The peculiarity of this Forum was also package solutions, whose projects had been prepared for discussion on its special sessions and at round tables. Since among the Russian participants of the Forum there were representatives of all branches of the government (the Russian Parliament, the Russian Presidential Administration, the Russian government, the Supreme Court of the RF, Office of Public Prosecutor and ICR), the heads and specialists of subdivisions on Intellectual Property and innovative work of main departments - state customers, all major government corporations, including in the sphere of MIC, more than 60 academic institutes and institutes of higher education from 34 regions of the RF, then it allowed to ensure a highly professional discussion on the identification of problems and the search for approaches and mechanisms to solve them. The frankness, honesty and adherence to principle in the assessments of existing problems and constructibility in proposals on their solution being always peculiar to these events, were declared at the given Forum too. 

       In his welcome speech the Rector of the oldest institute of higher education of the country - Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, Professor V. I. Grishin emphasised the great importance of the Forum being held to address the issues, primarily related to the formation of the Intellectual Property economy and training of personnel in this field. Today, according to the Rector assessment, the potential of the largest Russian university (about 125 thousand students) can be actively used in the study and solution of these problems.

      Within the Forum there were two plenary and five specialised session meetings: "Conditions and Problems of the Formation of the Eurasian, national and regional markets of Intellectual Property in the conditions of strategic planning and training of personnel" (moderators: V.N.Lopatin- the Director General of RSRIIP Corporation of Intellectual Property, Chairman of the National Technical Committee for Standardisation "Intellectual Property" TC 481, the Head of basic Chair “The Intellectual Property Management” of Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, the Doctor of Laws, Professor; A.A. Piskunov - Counsellor of the Plenipotentiary of the RF President in the Central federal district, the candidate of economic sciences, Professor; I.A. Bliznets – the Rector of Russian State Academy of Intellectual Property, the Doctor of Laws, Professor); “Actual problems of Intellectual Property protection on the Internet and counteraction against book piracy” (moderator: I. A. Zenin - Chief of the Research Department of legal protection of Intellectual Property, RSRIIP, the Chairman of Arbitration Court of Intellectual Property at RSRIIP Corporation, Editor-in-chief of journal “The Intellectual Property Law”, the Doctor of Laws, Professor); “Problems of Customs Protection of Intellectual Property in the Customs Union” (moderator: V.V. Astanin -  Head of the Research Department of Legislation and Comparative Law of Intellectual Property, RSRIIP, the Doctor of Laws, Professor); "Standards of Formation, Management and Protection of Intellectual Property in the Financial and Credit Field" (moderators: Ye. V. Zarova - Pro-rector for scientific activities of Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, Doctor of Economics, Professor, Honoured Science Worker of the RF; B.P. Pavlov - the Vice-President of "Gazprombank" (OJSC),  Honoured Economist of the RF); “The Intellectual Property Management at the State Academy of Sciences and work-related results of Intellectual Property” (moderator: V.V. Doroshkov - the Chief Researcher of RSRIIP, the Doctor of Laws, the Professor, the Corresponding Member of the RAE Honored Lawyer of the RF). On these platforms there were announced and presented more than 40 reports on the problem and promising issues of the innovation development and approaches to address them at the national and international levels, including when forming a single market of Intellectual Property in the CIS countries and abroad, as well as the problems of the Intellectual Property protection and the conditions of their solution in the framework of the Union State, the Customs Union and the Eurasian Economic Union, the development of the innovation infrastructure and innovation staff training taking into account the experience of the European Union, the USA, China.     
       Furthermore, via video conferencing during the entire work of the Forum at the plenary and session meetings there took an active part representatives of government bodies, science, education and business from five federal districts (the Crimea - Sevastopol, North Caucasian - Pyatigorsk, Volga- Saratov, Ural - Ekaterinburg, Siberia - Krasnoyarsk). The mode of online - video broadcasting of the Forum on websites of its organisers allowed taking part in its work virtually for unlimited range of interested participants, both in Russia and abroad.   
      The plenary session was opened by the Director General of RSRIIP Corporation of Intellectual Property, Chairman of the National Technical Committee for Standardisation "Intellectual Property" TC 481, the Head of basic Chair “The Intellectual Property Management” of Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, the Doctor of Laws, Professor  V.N.Lopatin, who presented drafts of annual reports "On the State of Legal Safeguard, Use and Protection of Intellectual Property in the Russian Federation, the Customs Union and CIS countries in 2014" prepared at RSRIIP.
Materials of the report reflected the main problematic legal, economic and organisational issues of the market formation of Intellectual Property, as well as the ways and means of solving them with reference to the powers and responsibilities of specific public authorities and their officials were proposed.
      At the plenary session on the Forum subject there were presented (both orally, as well as in writing) positions from the national academies of sciences, state authorities, public corporations and business, institutes of higher education and non-governmental organisations that were declared by: S.M. Aldoshin – the Vice-President of the Russian Academy of Sciences, the Chairman of the Supervisory Board and the Academic Council of RSRIIP, the Academician of RAS – on the innovation potential of the academic science and problems of its implementation under the reorganisation of state academies of sciences; S.I. Ivanov - the CIS Executive Committee Deputy Chairman – on the progress of implementation of the Interstate programme of the innovation cooperation of the  CIS member states for the period of up till 2020; V.N. Pligin - Chairman of the State Duma Committee of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation on Constitutional Legislation and State-Building - on constitutional guarantees of freedom of creativity and the legal and the economic potential of Intellectual Property as a condition for competitiveness and sovereignty ensuring; L.I. Voronetskiy - Vice-President of the Eurasian Patent Office (EAPO) - on the Eurasian Patent and about the prospects of development of the international patent legal protection; O.I. Bochkaryev - Deputy Chairman of the Board of the Military-Industrial Commission of the Russian Federation - on Intellectual Property in the military-industrial complex; L.A. Novosyelova - Chairman of the court for intellectual rights, the Head of the chair for intellectual rights of Kutafin Moscow State Law University (MSAL), the Doctor of Laws, Professor - on the importance of a transparent judicial practice in the context of the development of the Intellectual Property market; B.P. Pavlov - the Vice-President of "Gazprombank" (OJSC), Honoured Economist of the RF – on Intellectual Property when financing the innovative projects.  
     Within the first session, a lively discussion was aroused by reports, which were made by: A.A. Piskunov - Counsellor of the Plenipotentiary of the RF President in the Central federal district, the candidate of economic sciences, Professor; V.M. Pushkin - Acting Head of the Analytical Centre at the Government of the Russian Federation; I.A. Bliznets- Rector of the Russian State Academy of Intellectual Property, Doctor of Laws, Professor; A.V. Ratner - Researcher of the Institute of Economics at the Russian Academy of Sciences (Ural branch), the candidate of economic sciences, docent (Ekaterinburg, in the mode of video conferencing), G.M. Golobokova - the Head of the Research Department RSRIIP, Doctor of economic sciences, Professor.
     In particular, it became clear that the implementation of the federal law on strategic planning presumes adoption and improvement up to 2017 of about 0.5 million regulatory legal acts, but the strategy on the innovation development of Russia until 2020 did not fall on the coverage area of this law. Plans of the Russian Government to move from Top - 7 to Top- 5 of the world leaders in expenditure on research and patent applications / patents will require an increase expenditures for these purposes at least in five times. At the same time, with annual national expenditures in this field of more than 700 billion roubles, the share of Russia in the realisation of high-technology products - 0.3% in the world trade, and of 275 thousand existing patents in commercial turnover there have been only about 2% for the recent decade. It was concluded that instead of the regular cost increase and mastering budgetary funds there is a need to improve the effectiveness of their use within Top - 7.
The results of the discussion of the topical issues on the Forum subject were presented at the final plenary session where participants rendered the public recognition to the heads of the international organisations and public authorities of Russia for greetings and attention to the work of the Forum and adopted the Forum outcome document previously approved at a joint meeting of the Academic Councils of RSRIIP and Plekhanov Russian University of Economics.
     This document reflects regularities of development of Intellectual Property as a measure of the economic value of intellectual creativity that can not be ignored and it is important to take into account when determining the policy, rules and procedures of state regulation in order to achieve a new quality of life on the basis of the defining key national indicators of safe development within strategic planning. Among them the following ones were emphasised: 
- the market share growth of Intellectual Property (at present 15% of GDP) with its restructuring: in the conditions of the ongoing global crisis of the patent system the share of non-patent sales has increased in several times;
- the success of the innovation development is caused by presence of the civilised market of Intellectual Property;

- increasing of the role and importance of the effective state regulation with the centralisation and specialisation of the system and state administration bodies in this field;

- the basic effectiveness criteria and indicators of the innovation activity are economic indicators of the Intellectual Property market (share in pricing, commercial turnover and capitalisation), and not the number of publications and patents.

      The Organising Committee and the Forum Directorate were entrusted to post the given document on the website of the organisers of the Forum for public discussion in April 2015, finalise taking into account the comments and suggestions received and send to interested public authorities and organisations of the RF, as well as to WIPO, intergovernmental bodies of the SCO, CIS, EAEU, Customs Union, the Union State, national parliaments and governments of the CIS member states.

Following the Forum outcomes on websites of RSRIIP, RAS, Plekhanov Russian University of Economics there was placed the collection of the Forum materials, as well as a specialised thematic edition of "Intellectual Property Law"journal was prepared.

    The next VIII International Forum "The Innovation Development through the Market of Intellectual Property" will be held on April 7th, 2016 at Plekhanov Russian University of Economics.
