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Participants of the fourth International Forum “Innovation development through the market of intellectual property” that was held in frames of World intellectual property day under the aegis of UNO on April 26, 2012 in International University in Moscow (www.rniiis.ru), which gathered more than 200 representatives of international organizations, heads and representatives of bodies of state authority, science and business, HEIs and public organizations, mass media of countries of CIS and EU, after discussion problems of innovation development, taking in consideration national and international experience of transfer to innovative economics through formation of civilized market of intellectual property, including in case of international cooperation, motivation of innovative behavior of citizens and joining efforts of authority, science and business, taking into account priorities that were declared in International program of innovative cooperation of states-participants of CIS for the period till the year 2020 and being agree with the conclusion of President of Russian Federation about priorities of technological modernization and necessity of formation and development of market of intellectual property as a key condition of formation of innovative economics, pointed out that:   

1. In conditions of globalization at world market, “the fourth basket” that stands next to goods, works and services, is rights on results of intellectual activity – intellectual property. The structure of market in conditions of transfer to new sixth technological setup and aggravation of competitive fight have steady tendency to change till the year 2015 in favor of growing of part of intellectual property.  At the same time intellectual property, especially in scientific-technical sphere, plays an important role as a mechanism of making of added value (part of intellectual property is up to 10-15 % of price for realized product), as a mean of capitalization of assets of enterprisers and organizations (through intangible assets) and as investment resource (where credits, borrowings and bank guarantees are provided on collateral of intellectual property). 
2. Long-term cooperation of states-participants of CIS in innovation sphere should favor formation of interstate market of intellectual property as a main precondition for modernization of national economics mainly on the basis of domestic technologies and changing way of life in countries of CIS.  Economic Council of Commonwealth of Independent States, having considered in Saint-Petersburg on November 18, 2010 the state of legal protection and defence of intellectual property in states-participants of CIS, came to a conclusion that 
on the one hand, “Formed state systems of protection and defence of intellectual property, that corresponds with global standards, operate effectively in states-participants of CIS nowadays”
on the other hand, “Number of problems connected with commercialization of intellectual property, their bringing into economic turnover, are not decided yet in states-participants of CIS. There exists a problem of taking it into accounting as intangible assets. Market of intellectual property is not fully formed”. According to council of CIS “the decision of these problems is the main aim, taking into account that fact, that state-participants of CIS systematically create innovation area of Commonwealth”, and they should be taken into account at works of interested ministries and offices of states-participants of CIS, and in preparation of interstate programs”.

3. At the same time market of intellectual property is not taken into account in International program of innovative cooperation of states-participants of CIS for the period till the year 2020 (approved by decision of Council of political executives of CIS in Saint-Petersburg on October 18, 2011) at the consolidation of necessity of formation of interstate market of goods, services, assets and work force, interstate innovation area and effectively functioning system of state innovative cooperation of states-participants of CIS as target, principles, aims and condition of innovation development.
At the same time program document, defining aim for countries of CIS – bringing objects of intellectual property into economic turnover and its commercialization, contradicts norms of international law and national legislation, because only exclusive (property) rights on results of intellectual activity may be objects of estimation of accounting as intangible assets and commercialization, but not the results of intellectual activity itself. 
Systems of indicators of estimation of innovation development in sphere of scientific-technical work, fixed in this Program for CIS, also does not favor formation of market relations in frames of the “fourth basket” of world trade at post-soviet area. Among program indicators are such factors of innovation development as: number of persons defended candidate’s and doctor’s dissertations; number of publications, containing results of intellectual activity, obtained in frames of execution of projects of searching studies according to the results of execution of complex projects; number of scientific publications being part of ten of the most cited in the world in total number of scientific publications of country; number of foreign aspirants and doctoral candidates in total number of  aspirants and doctoral candidates; number of held international conferences and seminars on priority areas of scientific-technical and innovative cooperation; inner expanses on researches and investigations in state sector and sector of higher education. 
At the same time activity of enterprisers will be estimate according to intellectual property, but only in compliance with number of patent applications submitted, in accordance with Patent cooperation treaty, to European patent office according to number of trademarks and industrial standards, while for countries of CIS are acceptable as national patent bodies so European patent office, that gives unified European patent that favors more integration of economic area of CIS than European patent. Realization of aims of this Program in compliance with these indicators consolidates the course of improvement of import dependence of all main branches of economics, imitation of activity according to number of applications on obtaining of patents and also patents without taking into account level of commercialization of exclusive rights on these technical decisions in innovative process. In Russia, when annual patent fees are up to 3 milliard rubles, less number of patents given than ceased to be effective last years, and in commercial turnover are bringing exclusive rights only on 2 % of this number. In other counties this indicator is lower: in Ukraine – about 1 % of more than 300 thousand registered objects, in Belarus – 0,5 % of 130 thousand of registered objects, in Uzbekistan- 0,4 % of 30 thousand of registered objects, in Armenia – only 15 % of total number of given patents on inventions for the last 20 years. 
There is a paradoxical situation when external innovation activity of scientific organizations and HEIs is evaluated according to number of publications, dissertations, monographs, seminars (that are objects of copyright), but inner accounting is held mainly according to objects of patent right that are subjects to state registration.  
4. Main reasons of this situation are:
substitution of strategy, politics and indicators of innovative economics by politics and indicators of so-called “economics of knowledge”;
legal and economic ignorance with the absence of personnel in sphere of economics, law and management of intellectual property (graduates of RSAIP – main organization of CIS for personnel training in sphere of intellectual property  - annually less than 200 people, that is not enough even for inner work of Russian patent);
high level of corruption in the sphere of SREDW (both in distribution of budget funds and in external deals when bringing state investments into modernization of domestic manufacturer, where up to half of budget funds are wasted on kickback), that predetermines officials’ unwillingness to change something cardinally;
grow of active inner and external opposition to entry of countries of CIS to new level of international distribution of labour in sphere of intellectual property as sellers; 
absence of cash means on financing of this program, that predominates following dependence from foreign technologies instead of creation of mechanisms of manufacturer of own technologies.
These are threatening factors and strategic risk in considering spheres for innovation future of countries of CIS to overcome which is possible with essential correction of state politics in this sphere in all dimensions: lawmaking, law enforcement and juridical awareness.  
When technological market is distributed, countries of CIS, in best case, got the function of setup of products in accordance with foreign technologies, often of yesterday, that does their production uncompetitive at global market. Should be ready to fight for own national interests and form, firstly, own segment of market of intellectual property - Eurasian in order to change this situation, to be sellers, not buyers.

In order to improve level of coordination and cooperation of all interested sides and creation of conditions of transfer to innovative economics through formation of civilized market of intellectual property, decisions of these problems, including in frames of international cooperation, and increasing of innovation activity speed, taking into consideration discussion of participants of the International Forum "Innovation development through the market of intellectual property", unanimously were made following decisions: 

1. Organizing committee and Directorate of the Forum, taking into account results of preparation of modeling Innovative codex for states-participants of CIS, and also acceptance of states-participants of CIS in International program of innovation cooperation till year 2020, should take part in preparation of suggestions for correction and actualization of Program in Economic Council of CIS, and also in Plan of its realization in Russian cooperation as a coordinator of the Program.   

2. To hold fifth International Forum "Innovation development through the market of intellectual property" in Moscow on April 23, 2013.

3. To approve the project of the Final document of the Forum, taking into consideration recommendations of joint meeting of Scientific council of RSRIIP and the Senate of International university in Moscow that was held on April 26, 2012 and the results of open discussion at the site of the directorate of the Forum - RSRIIP (www.rniiis.ru). To entrust Organizing committee and Directorate of the Forum to finalize and send in appropriate international organizations, interstates bodies of CIS, EEC, Customs Union, national parliaments and governments of states-participants of CIS, taking into account observations and suggestions, following recommendations: 

1. In sphere of development of lawmaking:

1.1. Suggest to national parliaments measures intended for improvement of order of assigning of budget funds for SREDW with participation of real sector of economics and decreasing the level of corruption in this sphere. Consider to be important to have section about opposition to corruption in annual state reports.
1.2. Recommend to Inter-parliamentary Assembly of states-participants of CIS to develop mechanisms of solution of legal problems in sphere of law regulation of conflict of counterfeit, customs protection of exclusive rights of possessors of rights from CIS, EEC and Customs Union in order to harmonization of law basis, consolidation of common with international practice norms and measures of innovation development.  It is necessary to extend the list of objects of intellectual property in customs register according to counterfeit and to disaffirm cash deposit of its providing from the side of possessor of rights.
1.3. To support initiative of Russia in development and acceptance of first national standards in sphere of intellectual property “Intellectual property. Terms and definitions”, "Intellectual property. Scientific discoveries" and "Intellectual property. Scientific works". Recommend in conditions of numerous legal collisions in sphere of use and protection of intellectual property to use more active standardization both at national and international levels for its solution. Consider to be urgent the creation of international committee for standardization in sphere of intellectual property (with jurisdiction for countries of EEC and Customs Union), using the experience of activity of national technical committee for standardization “Intellectual property” (TC-481). 

2. In sphere of law-enforcement:

2.1. In order to improve global competitiveness of economics of states-participants of CIS, its transformation into innovative economics through the market of intellectual property, realization of economic development priorities on the basis of effective cooperation of national innovation systems in integrable innovation area, acceptance of international authority of Commonwealth as one of the global centres of technological leadership,  suggest to Executive Committee of CIS and Economic Council of CIS, national governments and parliaments of countries of CIS, and also to Russian cooperation as a coordinator of the Program to pay attention at correction and realization of Interstate program of innovation cooperation of state-participants of CIS till the year 2020 and national strategies of innovation development for the period till the year 2020 to impossibility of using aims, principles and indicators of so-called “economics of knowledge” as opposite to aims and principles of innovation development itself.
2.2. In order of operative decision of questions that can become problem at the formation of interstate market of goods, services, assets and work force in CIS, provide for special subprogram of formation and development of market of intellectual property as a constituent part of global market of intellectual property in conditions of entry into WTO and necessary basic condition of technological modernization of domestic industry. For what, as also for preparation and realization of program of development of national and regional markets of intellectual property, consider to be reasonable the use of the following indicative indicators:
· part of protected results of intellectual property in total number of SREDW;
· use of intellectual property in economic activity of organizations/enterprisers;
· number of concluded licence contracts and contracts of concession/disposal at inner market; 
· number of licences sold abroad; number of licences bought abroad;
· part of contracts of commercial use of intellectual property according to its total number;
· part of intangible assets of all assets of enterprisers and organizations of innovation sector;
· part of intellectual property in structure of innovation product price;
· part of counterfeit production realized at inner market, including abroad;
· providing with qualified personnel in sphere of intellectual property (for 1000 researchers). 
It is important to use in this situation a rule that can be relatively called “The rule of 10”, that includes following conditions of success in development of market of intellectual property:
· Not less than 10 % of funds expended for SREDW – are for consolidation of rights for copyrightable results of intellectual property; 
· Not less than 10 % - part of intellectual property in structure of innovation production price;
· Not less than 10 % of number of researches – part of specialists – negotiators between sellers and buyers at the market of intellectual property;
· Not less than 10 % - part of intellectual property as a basis of intangible assets in assets of enterprisers;
· Not less than 10 % - part of intellectual property in GIP.
2.3. Consider to be important and timely the preparation of annual report “On state of legal protection and defence of intellectual property in CIS in 2011” in Republican SRI of intellectual property (RSRIIP) in compliance with the decision of International council of CIS of questions of protection of industrial property (ICCPIP) and Joint working commission of states-participants of Agreement for suppression of delinquencies in sphere of intellectual property from September 09, 2011.  Apply to national bodies of legislative authority, governments and juridical authorities, and also to national academies of science of countries of CIS with suggestion to support in timely providing with necessary information for its preparation and effective following use at the formation and realization of development of politics of market of intellectual property. 

2.3. Take into account positive experience of state management of processes of decreasing of administrative barriers in sphere of intellectual property when at the beginning of 21 century in all countries of CIS (except Russia) functions of state management in sphere of copyright and patent right were jointed in one body of executive authority for questions of intellectual property. In Russian Federation after reorganization of Russian patent and transfer of Federal service for intellectual property in subordination of Government of Russia in 2011 with consolidation for it part of functions of Ministry of Education and Science and Ministry of Justice of Russia, questions of intellectual property are still distributed between more than 20 federal bodies of executive authority that provides additional administrative barriers at the development of market relations in this sphere. 

2.4. Use more active resources of previously formed SEC, regional and sectoral centres of intellectual property at formation of innovation infrastructure of development of international, national and regional markets of intellectual property, and also at formation of Eurasian market – regional centres of intellectual property and transfer of technologies in regions of Ural, Siberia and Far East of Russia, including Corporation of intellectual property centres.

3. In sphere of juridical awareness:
3.1. Provide in mass media regular coverage of problems of innovation development, aimed at improvement of investment appeal of long-term high-technological sectors of economics, support of qualified personnel inflow into these sectors, stimulation of innovative conduct of enterprisers, taking into consideration their possibilities in sphere of international cooperation. 

3.2. Consider to be timely gathering and analysis of information needed for the following restructuring of educational system aimed at development of scientific-research sector of higher educational institutions, expansion of following cooperation of HEIs with advanced companies of real sector of economics, international integration of national HEIs in sphere of innovative educational programs in specialists training in sphere of economics, law and management of intellectual property, using positive experience of leading universities of Ukraine, Moldova, Russia and Kazakhstan (including in Ural federal university, International university in Moscow, RSAIP).   

3.3. Provide organizational support to high-professional personnel providing of realization of Interstate innovative cooperation of states-participants of CIS for the period till year 2020 in sphere of organizational-legal providing of restructuring of higher education, aimed at improvement of sector of researches and developments in HEIs, intensification of cooperation of HEIs with advanced companies of real sector of economics and with scientific organizations, cardinal expansion of international integration of HEIs of countries of CIS, both in spheres of educational programs and researches and developments, development of network organization of educational and research programs, development of remote education in sphere of intellectual property. Admit to be reasonable the formation of Eurasian network research university for intellectual property.


3.4. Continue creation of mechanisms of public control for formation and distribution of budget funds assigned for SREDW in order to overcome legal nihilism, decreasing the level of corruption in national offices and improvement of effectiveness of innovation motivation of all participants of civil society.
