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               Information Message of the VI International Forum outcomes

      “The Innovation Development through the Market of Intellectual Property”1
On April 02nd, 2014, in Moscow within the framework of World Intellectual Property Day under aegis of the United Nations at Plekhanov Russian University of Economics there was held VI International Forum “The Innovation Development through the Market of Intellectual Property”.
The Forum Organisers were: the Russian Academy of Sciences, Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, RSRIIP Corporation of Intellectual Property, The International Association of Intellectual Property Institutes (“IAIPI”).

At the Forum opening, it was noted that a number of events had been held recently on Intellectual Property and Innovations, this Forum has its own face and has become in some way unique. The Initiative was born here and now annually since 2008 the reports` drafts "On the Status of Legal Protection, Use and Protection of Intellectual Property" are being presented, which became governmental at the national level in Russia, and then since 2011 at the interstate level – in CIS. The feature of these meetings is their focus on the actual problems of economics and management of Intellectual Property, where the right stands as a regulator of such relations only. The provisions from Forum outcome documents are increasingly being reflected in the assessments and documents of heads of our countries and decisions made by the government in this field. In 2013 the recommendations of the Forum participants (being adopted within four years) on the centralisation and specialisation of public administration in this field were supported by the Federation Council and the Government of Russia in proposals for the establishment of the unified federal executive authority on 
Intellectual Property in Russia (though with prolongation of this decision until 2015). 

The frankness, honesty and adherence to principle in the assessments of existing problems and constructive approach in proposals for their accomplishment are always appropriate to these activities, looking forward to this approach today. And here is the uniqueness of our meetings, including today, when the topic of Intellectual Property comes to the front in the public policy both at the national and the interstate levels.
In his word of salutation the scientific adviser of Plekhanov Russian University of Economics S.D. Valentey emphasised the special importance of the Forum held to deal with a range of issues.What to do with Intellectual Property when the society and contemporary trends require us to be open? For example, foreign databases Scopus, Web of science actively being introduced into the Russian scientific circles on the one hand, require us to provide articles of the authors, thus they become a public property, and on the other hand it is necessary to protect the rights. What is the economic nature of Intellectual Property? If Intellectual Property has always been in existence, then why has it got such a significance just nowadays, when in the early 21st century it began to attract such a great interest?Why is the role of Intellectual Property so important in modern economy? What is the innovation economy and knowledge economy? The human capital is becoming the determinating factor of the development.What had happened in the economy that now they have become particularly important? In economics these issues leave no clear answer, therefore the law enforcement practice is still not determined. Who is the subject of economic relations, who is the owner of the human capital and how is the system of economic relations being governed? At present, when there is the owner of means of production and there is the owner of the Intellectual Property equal to him – this is a completely different system of economic relations and absolutely different rules of law must act.The laws are being written based on the economy assessment of Marx period and the Soviet Union period. As a result, so many things are not possible and cannot happen.
Within the plenary and three specialised session meetings "Conditions and Problems of the Formation of the Eurasian, national and regional markets of Intellectual Property" (moderator is V.N.Lopatin), "Problems of the Customs Protection of Intellectual Property in the Common Economic Space" (moderators are A.Ya. Chernysh- the Pro-Rector on the Scientific Work of the Russian Customs Academy, the Doctor of Military Sciences, the Professor, the Honoured Worker of Higher School of Russia, N.N. Abduganiyev – the Pro-Rector on the International Cooperation of the Institute of the Commonwealth of Independent States); "Standards of Formation, Management and Protection of Intellectual Property in the Financial-Credit Field" (moderators are B.P. Pavlov, the Vice-President of "Gazprombank" (OJSC), the Professor, the Honoured Economist of the RF and S.D. Valentey - the scientific adviser of Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, the Doctor of Economic Sciences, the Professor) there were announced and presented more than 40 reports on the problem and perspective issues of the innovation development and approaches to decide them at the national and international levels, including when establishing the unified Intellectual Property market in the CIS countries and abroad, as well as the issues of the Intellectual Property protection and conditions to settle them within the Union State, the Customs Union, the development of the innovation infrastructure and the innovation personnel training taking into account the experience of the European Union, the USA and China.

The plenary session was opened by the Chairman of the Board of the Intellectual Property Corporation at RSRIIP, Doctor of Laws, Professor V.N.Lopatin, who presented the draft of the annual report "On the State of Legal Protection, Use and Protection of Intellectual Property in the Russian Federation and in the CIS countries in 2013" prepared at RSRIIP. The report displayed the main problem, legal, economic and organisational issues of the Intellectual Property market establishment, as well as there were suggested the ways and means to solve them with reference to the powers and area of responsibility of specific public authorities and their officials.
At the plenary session there were presented (both orally, as well as in writing) positions from the national academies of sciences, state authorities, public corporations and business, institutes of higher education and non-governmental organisations on the Forum topic that were declared by: S.M. Aldoshin – the Vice-President of the Russian Academy of Sciences, the Chairman of the Supervisory Board and the Scientific Council of RSRIIP, the Academician of RAS – on the innovation potential of the academic science and the problems of its implementation under the reorganisation of the state academies of sciences; I.D. Grachyev, the Chairman of the Committee on Energy of the State Duma of the Federal Assembly of the RF, L.I. Voronetskiy, the Vice-President of the Eurasian Patent Organisation (EAPO) – on the Eurasian Patent and economic integration,  - A.M. Askol`skiy, the Head of the Science and Technology Collaboration and Innovation Bureau of the Economic Co-operation Department of the CIS Executive Committee– on the safeguard and protection of intellectual property within CIS, S.D. Shopova, the Council Chairman of the Fund "The Sustainable Development of Bulgaria " – on the experience of the European integration of Bulgaria: problems and perspectives, S. Yu. Orlova, the Governor of Vladimir region – on the formation of the regional innovation economy and establishment of the system for the highly qualified personnel training; S.D. Bodrunov, the Director of the Institute of New Industrial Development”, the Doctor of Economic Sciences, the Professor – on the strategy of reindustrialisation of the Russian economy in programmes of the innovation development; A.N. Savenkov, the Secretary of State SC “Rostekh”, the Doctor of Law, the Professor – on Intellectual Property in the military- industrial complex,   B.P. Pavlov - the Vice-President of "GAZPROMBANK" (OJSC), the Professor, the Honoured Economist of the RF – on Intellectual Property when financing the innovative projects; V.V. Doroshkov, the Chief Researcher of RSRIIP, the Doctor of Law, the Professor, the Corresponding Member of the Russian Academy of Education – on the problems of the Intellectual Property protection and on the conditions for ensuring their effectiveness, A.Ya. Chernysh- the Pro-Rector on the Scientific Work of the Russian Customs Academy, the Doctor of Military Sciences, the Professor, the Honoured Worker of Higher School of Russia - on the Customs Protection of Intellectual Property in the common economic space, E.V. Zarova, the Pro-Rector on the scientific work of Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, the Doctor of Economics, the Professor, the Honoured Scientist of Russia – on the situational centre in the structure of the economic university as a means to enhance its scientific and educational potential.
Online the video transmission was broadcasted on the web site of organisers. Moreover, by video conferencing the active part in the Forum was taken by Sevastopol, Saratov and Ural regions of Russia on the basis of the branches of Plekhanov Russian University of Economics. Crimea and Sevastopol representatives were interested in the issue of the mechanism of the impact of the Intellectual Property protection on the processes of the innovation development. On the issue raised by them before the Forum, on the effect of Ukrainian patents in Crimea and in Sevastopol, it was explained that these patents keep on operating on the territory of Ukraine, and for recognition of such patents in Russia, whose owners are the inhabitants of Crimea and Sevastopol the relevant decision of the Russian Government is required.The Forum participants on Saratov site were interested in the applicability of the international experience in the Intellectual Property management at Russian enterprises, and the representatives of Ural region - on the changes in legislation in the Intellectual Property field in connection with possible sanctions of the European Union and the United States.
Within the session on the subject there gave the keynote address: V.S. Savchenko – the Director General of NGP "the Business Centre of the CIS Economic Development" – on Intellectual Property and the modern economy,I.A. Zenin, the Chief of the Research Department of the Intellectual Property protection of RSRIIP, the Professor of the civil law department of the faculty of law at Moscow State University named after M.V. Lomonosov, the Emeritus Professor of Moscow State University named after M.V. Lomonosov, a member of the International Association of Intellectual Property (ATRIP, Switzerland), the Chairman of Arbitration Court of Intellectual Property at RSRIIP Corporation, the Doctor of Law, the Professor - on the special legal tools of Intellectual Property and know-how,V.E. Kovalyev – the Chief of the Foreign Economic Activity Department of Ural State University of Economics, the Candidate of Economic Sciences, the Docent – on the interplay of the economies of the Customs Union and the EurAsEC countries and the potential of their association through the Intellectual Property market, I.V. Karavayeva – the Chief of the political economy department of the Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution “Plekhanov Russian University of Economics”, the Doctor of Economic Sciences, the Professor - on the actual problems of taxation, tax and accounting of Intellectual Property, V.I. Muhopad – the Professor of the Russian State Academy of Intellectual Property, the Doctor of Economic Sciences, the Professor – on the problems and ways to commercialise Intellectual Property on the Russian and foreign markets, V.A. Horoshkeyev – the Patent Agent of the RF – on the patent illiteracy in Russia, N.S. Stolyarov–the Chief of Department of Public and Municipal Administration of the Peoples' Friendship University of Russia, the Doctor of Economics, the Professor –on the financial control in the R&D field, N.I. Dobryakova–the Docent of the Comparative Economics and Entrepreneurship Department of the Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution “Plekhanov Russian University of Economics”, the Candidate of Legal Sciences– on the problems of commercialisation of Intellectual Property of the University, A.S. Palamarchuck – the Professor of the Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution “Plekhanov Russian University of Economics”, the Doctor of Economic Sciences, the Professor - on the candidate and doctoral theses in the Intellectual Property direction; E.V. The results of the discussion on the topical issues relating to the Forum subject were presented at the final plenary session, where participants made the public recognition to the heads of the international organisations and public authorities of Russia for the greetings and attention to the work of the Forum and took the Forum outcome document as a basis, previously had been approved at a joint meeting of the Academic Councils of RSRIIP and Plekhanov Russian University of Economics, authorising the Organising Committee and the Directorate of the Forum to place this document on the organisers' web site for a public discussion, to finalise taking into account the comments and proposals received and to send them to the interested public authorities and organisations of the RF, as well as to WIPO, the interstate bodies of the SCO, CIS, EurAsEC, the Customs Union, the Union State, the national parliaments and governments of the CIS member-countries. The Forum outcomes on the web sites of RSRIIP, RAS, Plekhanov Russian University of Economics there will be placed a collection of the Forum materials. In addition, based on the Forum materials there will be prepared a specialised thematic issue of the magazine "The Intellectual Property Law".
